· Once every 7 days
· Within 24 hours of each 0.25” or greater storm event, if any portion of your site discharges to an impaired water

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Inspector must complete a report within 48 hours of an inspection

· Use DPP’s Appendix C – Construction Site BMPs Inspection Checklist for CCH Category 1A, 1B, 2, 3, and 4 and Trenching Projects

· Maintain all inspection reports and photographs in a “Project Log”
